Erik is a sought-after concert singer both in Sweden, Europe and throughout the UK. He has sung the tenor parts in amongst other things J. S. Bach’s Christmas Oratorio, Mozart’s Requiem, Händel’s Messiah, Haydn’s Harmony Mass and several Bach cantatas. On stage he has appeared as Nanki-Poo in The Mikado, Caronte in Rossi’s Orfeo at St John Smith’s Square (broadcasted on BBC Radio3), Eumete in Monteverdi’s Ulysses and most recently as A Shepard in Ita Vivam by Athinoudora, a role written specifically for Erik. Erik is currently employed as first tenor in the Gothenburg Opera Chorus and is tenor soloist in the early music ensemble Gothenburg Baroque.
